A long, long time agoðlast century, as a matter of factð

scrapbooking as we now know it was in itôs infancy.  Patterned 

papers were limited to gingham and bunnies and cutesy cute 

prints. Stampers generally ignored them and chose instead to 

create their own patterns with stamps and inks. Fast forward 10 

or so years and itôs a whole new world. 

Todayôs patterned paper comes in every design, color, weight 

and size. Something for every occasion. I think I have just as 

much patterned paper as cardstock these days. I use it on most 

of my cards. Iôm often asked how I choose the right mix. So here are a few tips: 

¶ The easiest, EASIEST, way to choose multiple patterned papers 

on a single card (or scrapbook page) is using papers from a single 

line or paper pack. You can usually close your eyes and any you 

pick will go together. Not only will they harmonize, theyôre often 

more affordable that way. My sample uses 5 patterned papers from 

K & Co. Basic Gray is another favorite. 

¶ Vary patterns. Pair up flowers with stripes or a geometric pattern.  

Use a bold pattern with a softer, muted paper. It creates interest to the eye. 

¶ Pay attention to scale. For my sample background I chose one large floral and two 

small geometrics. Neither compete with the other or my main image.

CLASS 1ð Dancing Rubber Fish: Advanced Embossing Techniques.  

A hands-on elaboration of "Painting With Plastic; Multicolor Embossing with 

Fred B. Mullett", Somerset Studio, May-June 1997. Expanding the methods of 

multi-color printing with multi-color embossing and watercolor additions, this 

class is geared toward the experienced student, though could be considered a 

"sink or swim" lesson for beginners. Runs approximately 4 hours. Includes 

handouts and a large supply of instructor-provided supplies. There's a small ma-

terials list for students.  

          CLASS 2ðSpritz Me, Baby...mo' bettah: Diffused Watercolor Effects.  

Finding merit in the "less is more" concept and the power of imprecision, this 

class focuses on the soluble properties of markers and other water-based media 

to achieve watery effects using rubber stamps. (This technique was a national 

winner in a recent contest sponsored by Tsukineko, Inc.) Bleaching out imagery 

on black paper, then re-introducing color with high contrast accents is also tack-

led to achieve startling effects. Runs approximately 4 hours. Some experience 

in stamping suggested. Includes handouts and a large supply of instructor-

provided supplies. Raincoats are optional. (Just kidding!) Students will be re-

sponsible for a list of specific required materials. 

CLASS 3ðThe Elegant Mess 

A veritable food fight of a class! Where the spontaneous meets the specific. 

Where the positive meets the negative. And where leftovers go to play. We will 

fiddle around with principles of figure/ground relationship as we integrate Ranger 

Color Wash Dyes and Luminarte H2Os, collage, stencils, and stamps on Oriental 

and watercolor paper with remarkable results. Suitable for small or large format 

work, this visual play time will add miles to artistic efforts! Runs approximately 4 

hours and includes handouts and a large supply of instructor-provided supplies. 

Students will be responsible for a minimal list of specific required materials.
