In the Know by Debra Emmrich  

1. Make a 4.25 x 5æ green card base. 

2. Stamp your main image on patterned paper and cut into a square. 
Layer on black.  

3. Cut another piece of patterned paper about an inch larger than the 
first. Layer on black. Adhere this piece to your card base.  

4. Add image piece with pop dots for some dimension.  

5. Embellish with a hardware loop and ribbon.  

 

Organizational Tips  

  

1. A clear plastic bin makes good storage for scraps. Separated by color, 
they are easy to find and keep you from cutting into full sheets for 
small pieces.  

2. Cover empty cans with patterned paper. Use to hold colored pencils, 
tools, etc.  

3. Store unmounted and clear stamps in CD cases. (Pop out the insert.)  

4. Cardstock is easily stored in magazine holders. Sit them so that you can 
easily slide out the piece you need.
