In the Know by Debra Emmrich 

This issues card: 

1. Stamp and color owl, cut into square. Cut rust mat and adhere. 

2. Cut square from Basic Grey Archaic paper. (The 6 x 6 pad is awesome for card making!)  

3. Cut 2 large brown scalloped squares with the Nestabillties die. Adhere patterned paper to one. 

4. Add brads to owl piece and use pop dots to adhere to card front. 

5. Bend top left corner of card front. This will enable it to easily open. Now place the front and back 

pieces together and glue *only* that corner part together.

Nestibilities rock! I’ve had so much fun playing with them. They 
are simple metal dies you can use with any die cut machine. 
Spellbinders, the company that makes them, has just released 
a *ton* of shapes. The dies come in sets, so you get 6 sizes in 
one small package. For example, the scalloped set I used to 
make my card all fit in one CD case. 

Another cool feature of the Nestabilities is that they can 
emboss as well as cut, simply by  using a rubber mat in your 
machine. You can emboss the edges of the item you cut out, 
or you can just emboss your cardstock for an elegant frame. 

I held off on buying these for awhile, but now that I have them 
I consider them a must have. I give them 4 stars. Keep watch 
for the new shapes to arrive in stock.
