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In the Know by Debra Emmrich 

Two craft fairs, classes, gifts, special orders and tearing up the brick floor in the end of my 

studio have left it a MESS. A serious disaster. So much so that I hate to even look at it.  It’s 

time to put everything back in its place. In light of that, I thought I might address some  

storage and organization tips with you that I have found helpful. 

 Put like items together. All your decorative scissors in one container. All your 

adhesives in one bin.  When you go looking for something it’s always in the right place. 

 Label. Label your drawers, bins, boxes, everything. 

 Make frequently used items accessible. This might sound obvious, but it’s an easy 

“rule” to break. My basics are always at arms reach. Things I rarely use are on high 

and low shelves or packed in the closet. 

 Punches: I used to have my punches in drawers. They’re heavy and take up a lot of 

space. Then I heard that they would sit on a curtain rod on the wall. Genius!  

 Paper: My 8½ x 11” cardstock is all in magazine holders. I flip them so they are resting 

on their “backs” and I can easily slide out pieces when I need them. 

 Cans. Any good size food cans get washed and brought into the studio. I cover them 

with patterned papers and use them to store scissors, paint brushes, rulers, paper 

piercer, bone folder, colored pencils, etc. 

Check out the book “Organizing Your Scrapbook Supplies” at Creative Spirits. It’s full 

of wonderful pictures and advice.
