1. Making Memories paper trimmer . A paper cutter is the first tool a
stamper should buy. This one has a 12 x 12 base that can be
Afoldedod to make a 6 x -shafpéningand t er .

Its strong magnetic ruler can be used to hold
down paper or as a guide when cutting a bunch of paper to the same

size.

2. Scor-Pal. I di dnét know I needed this unti/l I had it. This |
tool has grooves for scoring paper. It goes in 1/2 inch increments,
plus common measurements for stampers, such as 4 1/ 40.

3. Tim Holtz scissors. The blades are just slightly serrated, so paper
doesndét slip. Theydre sharp to the tip, comfortable to h
most anything.

4. Adhesive gun . Comes in two sizes,. Both are big, bulky and ugly. BUT...they have very sticky adhesive at a ridicu-
lously low price.

5. Bone folder. | use my bone folder for clean creases, scoring, getting air bubbles out of glued pages, etc. | prefer real
bone, but plastic ones work as well.

6. Craft knife . The secret to a good craft knife experience is fresh blades. A good craft knife is great for cutting out things
too small or intricate for scissors. | use a glass mat to cut ond much easier than a mat.

7. Tombow Mono -Multi Glue . A good, all purpose glue that adheres everything.

8. Big Shot. 1 like this big, rough and tough die cut machine. You can use any type of dies or embossing folders. The
gals can order them for you.
