1. Make a 6 x 3@& card base.

2. Cut various widths of coordinating strips of patterned paper or, for an even
quicker card, use a piece of patterned paper with strips.

3. Stamp one strip with words. Adhere strips to card base.

4. Adhere ribbon to a strip. (l'ém not good
and tying it tight. It just never seems to work. So | do this: cut 2 pieces of
ribbon, one just a bit longer than the width of my card, the other a bit
longer. Lay the longer piece vertically on the card where the bow will be.
Adhere the other piece of ribbon across it, forming a plus sign. Tie knot.
Trim ends. Voila!)

5. Embellish. | used stickles and mini brads.

How easy it that? Perfect card needed at the last minute.

Tip of the month: To get your acrylic blocks sparkling clean, put some hand
sanitizer on a rag and rub. They will look brand new in seconds.
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
